1. The Philippine Department of Tourism (PDOT), through the General Appropriations Act
2020 intends to apply the sum of Four Million Five Hundred Thousand Pesos
(PhP4,500,000.00) being the Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC) to payments under
the contract for DOT-BAC-REI No. 2021-011. Bids received in excess of the ABC shall be
automatically rejected at the opening of the financial proposals.

2. The PDOT now calls for the submission of eligibility documents for a Consultancy Firm
capable of providing Air Travel and Tourism Data and Analytics for the period of five
(5) months. Eligibility documents of interested consultants must be duly received by the
BAC Secretariat on or before June 8, 2021 (until 9:00 a.m. only Manila Time) at the
Procurement Management Division, 4" Floor, DOT Bldg., No. 351 Sen. Gil Puyat
Avenue, Makati City. Eligibility Check will be on the same day, to be held at the Multi-
Purpose Hall, 6" Floor, DOT Bldg., 351 Sen. Gil Puyat Avenue, Makati City at 11:30
a.m. Applications for eligibility will be evaluated based on a non-discretionary “pass/fail”
criterion.

3. Interested bidders may obtain further information from PDOT and inspect the Bidding
Documents at the address given below during 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

4. A complete set of Bidding Documents may be acquired by shortlisted eligible Bidders on
June 17 to July 6, 2021 (8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Manila Time) and July 7, 2021 (until
9:00 a.m. only) from the address below and upon payment of the applicable fee for the
Bidding Documents, pursuant to the latest Guidelines issued by the GPPB, in the amount
of PhP5,000.00:

It may also be downloaded free of charge from the website of the Philippine Government
Electronic Procurement System (PhilGEPS) and the website of the PDOT, provided that
Bidders shall pay the applicable fee for the Bidding Documents not later than the
submission of their bids.

5. The BAC shall draw up the short list of consultants from those who have submitted
Expression of Interest, including the eligibility documents, and have been determined as
eligible in accordance with the provisions of Republic Act 9184 (RA 9184), otherwise
known as the “Government Procurement Red4form Act”, and its Implementing Rules and
Regulations (IRR). The short list shall consist of five (5) prospective bidders who will be
entitled to submit bids. The criteria and rating system for short listing are:

The Procuring Entity shall evaluate bids using the Quality Based Evaluation (QBE)
procedure. The criteria and rating system for the evaluation of bids shall be provided in the
Instructions to Bidders.

The contract shall be completed within five (5) months upon receipt of the Notice to
Proceed.

The PDOT reserves the right to reject any and all bids, declare a failure of bidding, or not
award the contract at any time prior to contract award in accordance with Section 41 of
RA 9184 and its IRR, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or
bidders.

Any interlineations, erasures, or overwriting shall be valid only if they are
signed or initialed by the duly authorized representative/s of the
prospective bidder.

The BAC shall assume no responsibility for
the misplacement of the contents of the improperly sealed or marked
eligibility documents, or for its premature opening.

Deadline for Submission of Eligibility Documents

Eligibility documents must be received by the Procuring Entity’s BAC at the
address and on or before the date and time indicated in the Request for
Expression of Interest and the EDS.

Late Submission of Eligibility Documents

Any eligibility documents submitted after the deadline for submission and
receipt prescribed in Clause 5 shall be declared “Late” and shall not be accepted
by the Procuring Entity. The BAC shall record in the minutes of submission and
opening of eligibility documents, the Bidder’s name, its representative and the
time the eligibility documents were submitted late.

Modification and Withdrawal of Eligibility Documents

7.1.  The prospective bidder may modify its eligibility documents after it has
been submitted; provided that the modification is received by the
Procuring Entity prior to the deadline specified in Clause 5. The
prospective bidder shall not be allowed to retrieve its original eligibility
documents, but shall be allowed to submit another set equally sealed,
properly identified, linked to its original bid marked as “ELIGIBILITY
MODIFICATION” and stamped “received” by the BAC. Modifications
received after the applicable deadline shall not be considered and shall be
returned to the prospective bidder unopened.

7.2. A prospective bidder may, through a letter of withdrawal, withdraw its
eligibility documents after it has been submitted, for valid and justifiable
reason; provided that the letter of withdrawal is received by the

Eligibility documents requested to be withdrawn in accordance with this
Clause shall be returned unopened to the prospective bidder concerned. A
prospective bidder that withdraws its eligibility documents shall not be
permitted to submit another set, directly or indirectly, for the same
project. A prospective bidder that acquired the eligibility documents may
also express its intention not to participate in the bidding through a letter
which should reach and be stamped by the BAC before the deadline for
submission and receipt of eligibility documents.

The BAC will open the envelopes containing the eligibility documents in
the presence of the prospective bidders’ representatives who choose to
attend, at the time, on the date, and at the place specified in the EDS.

In case the submitted eligibility envelopes cannot be opened as scheduled
due to justifiable reasons, the BAC shall take custody of the said
envelopes and reschedule the opening on the next working day or at the
soonest possible time through the issuance of a Notice of Postponement to
be posted in the PhilGEPS website and the website of the Procuring
Entity concerned.

Letters of withdrawal shall be read out and recorded during the opening
of eligibility documents and the envelope containing the corresponding
withdrawn eligibility documents shall be returned unopened to the
withdrawing prospective bidder.

The eligibility documents envelopes and modifications, if any, shall be
opened one at a time, and the following read out and recorded:
